CLASSIFICATION & QUALIFICATION 
All participants must be classified by the Classification Committee before they squad. ATA 
cards must be up to date and scores averaged before classification may be accomplished. 
The Classification Committee at each site will review scores daily and reserves the right to 
reclassify any shooter at any time during the shoot. Known ability, previous and current aver-
ages will assist in determinations.  It is the shooterõs responsibility to know the rules and 
shoot at the correct yardage and in the correct class.

WINNERS AND TIES 
All winners and ties in Thursdayõs events will move to a higher class ONLY at the discretion 
of the Classification Committee. Fridayõs event winners and ties will move to the next higher 
class. Any shooter whose classification is changed shall be considered notified when their 
new class or yardage is posted on the bulletin/scoreboard. 

SHOOT-OFFS 
Preliminary & Class Singles and Preliminary & Class Doubles ties will be carried over to the 
Championship events.  Shoot-offs will be for trophies, honor, place and, in certain in-
stances, for money as designated. Announcements will be made daily regarding the shoot-
off schedule. It is the responsibility of shooters involved in ties to check with Shoot Manage-
ment before leaving the grounds to find out how their particular tie will be settled.

TROPHIES 
Since each site has trophies for all events, it is possible to win both an ATA/SZTA and a site 
trophy in the same event.  A shooter may not however win more than one ATA or SZTA 
trophy in the same event. If a shooterõs score qualifies for more than one trophy, the 
shooter must notify Shoot Management within 15 minutes after the final event scores have 
been posted, which trophy they desire to take or shoot-off for. Failure of the shooter to 
make notification will allow Shoot Management to make the decision for them. Priority shall 
be given to Category over Class trophies. ò A Category Shooter, tied for Event Champion 
may shot off for [or carry-over for] Champion and if unsuccessful in winning that single 
Event Trophy may òfall backó, if otherwise eligible, to either category or place/class. A 
shooter who has chosen {or been assigned} òcategory is ineligible for any òclassó or ò 
placeó trophy except Champion.
